Application for Town Conversation on Aging Grant
A $2,000 grant is available to each town in the Foundation’s service area to conduct a Town Conversation on Aging. The goals of the Conversation are to: review the town’s assets as an aging-friendly community, identify priority needs and gaps, and develop key action steps for the next two to three years.  
The grant may be used to cover direct costs associated with the Conversation and/or support implementation of any of the action steps.  After three years, towns are eligible to re-apply for another Town Conversation on Aging.  
You will be asked to complete a Town Conversation on Aging Questionnaire (which can be found on the Report on your grant web page) after holding your Conversation. Please review the questionnaire before completing this application.

2. Name, title, email and phone for the individual designated to recruit participants, oversee the Conversation, compile feedback from the group and complete the questionnaire.

5. How will you publicize the Conversation to the community to broaden participation?  

6. When and where do you plan to hold the Conversation (if known)?

7.  How do you expect that your town and organization will benefit from holding a Conversation on Aging? 

8. Do you anticipate any particular challenges in convening your Conversation on Aging? If so, please explain. If we can be of assistance in your planning process (e.g. connecting you with a Town that has already held a Conversation), please let us know. 

9. Please provide an itemized budget for conducting the Conversation. Acceptable items are direct costs such as space, refreshments, hiring of a facilitator, printing and publicity. Remaining funds (if any) may be used to support one or more action steps.
